I.  Sequence is all important in Luke because of his declared purpose in chapter one.
	A.  By contrast with the other gospels, the presentation of discipleship is a dominant
	      theme.
		1.  What it takes to become a disciple and how to make a disciple are
                             sequentially presented.
			a.  Disciples listen to what he says.
			b.  Disciples observe what he does.
			c.  Disciples determine who he is.
		2.  We see in Luke 9:23-27 that the recognition of who He is doesn’t guarantee
                             that the disciple is going to do what he says.
			a.  This introduces the cost of discipleship.

II.  Let’s resume our study of discipleship at the Transfiguration presented in Luke 9:28-36.
	A.  The sequence of this moment is all important in the study of discipleship.
	B.  Significant steps are in place.  Before this amazing moment is the recognition of who 		      Jesus is.  Disciples don’t get it all at the starting gate.
		1.  This is a very important lesson in learning to make a disciple.
		2.  Luke helps us realize that incremental learning is essential in discipleship.
			a.  Application:  How do you process a request from a group of agnostics
 			     to have a study of the book of Revelation?
			b.  Note: no one teaches algebra before teaching arithmetic.  

III.  Let’s consider the Cost of Discipleship.
	A.  The Cost of Discipleship is logical and reasonable if we follow the sequence of 		      recognition laid out in Luke.
		1.  No one needed to instruct Jesus that our walk and our talk can be far apart.
		2.  Jesus first addressed this in Luke 6:46, “Why do you call me, ‘Lord, Lord,’
	                 and do not do what I say?”
		3.  That question is the prelude to all Jesus’ declarations of discipleship’s cost.
		4.  Let’s not distort what Jesus says about the cost of discipleship in chapter 		                 nine and again in chapter 14:25-34.
		5.  The conclusion in 14:28-35 unmistakably presents what could be considered 		                 at face value completely unreasonable to be completely reasonable.
		     Consider Romans 12:1-3.

IV.  In Making Disciples, what are the some of the many areas of life where this “unreasonable”
       level of compliance and commitment are actually “reasonable?”
	A.  Marriage 
	B.  Military
	C.  Athletics

V.  So, where is each of us in this process of discipleship?  What does each of us need to hear,
     see, recognize, or do?  Consider “The Four Soils” parable.  Consider Winston Churchill,
     “Never…give up.”  Consider Romans 5-7
